MINUTES OF COUNCIL MEETING
February 1, 2010

A regular council meeting was duly called to order on Monday, February 1, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Robert Roesler.  Members present, Jim Poirot, Carroll Behne, Brad Ringnell, Kurt Olson and Robert Roesler.  Absent, none.  Also present City Admin/EDA Director Jamie Letzring and Deputy Clerk Irene Schlaphoff.

Motion by Poirot to approve the agenda, second by Olson, carried.

Motion by Ringnell to approve the minutes of the January 4, 2010 EDA meeting and the January 4, 2010 council meeting, second by Poirot, carried.

Consent agenda including payment of bills was declared approved.

Motion by Ringnell to approve a pulltab donation to the MCW After Prom Party in the amount of $500.00, second by Poirot, carried.
City Admin/EDA Dir Jamie Letzring informed the council that after numerous weather and injury delays, televising of North Osborne Street sanitary sewer will commence on Wednesday, February 3 with a crew from the City of Fairmont and one of our public works staff members.  This project is in conjunction with the Wastewater Treatment Plant upgrade.

The council was also informed that the final PFA loan application has been submitted, and the Authority has been assured that the City will have the ability to repay the loan without excessive water and sewer rate increases.
Audit field days have been scheduled for Tuesday, February 16th and Friday, February 19th.  City Hall will be closed to the public on those days.  Motion by Ringnell to change the next council meeting to Tuesday, February 16th at 6:00 p.m. due to the Presidents Day holiday and audit fieldwork, second by Behne, carried.
City Admin Letzring is continuing to gather information on Flexible Spending Accounts as an alternative benefit to qualifying employees.

Mayor Roesler expressed his continued concern regarding further cuts in LGA and urged council and staff to continue seeking ways to reduce costs.

Councilor Behne commended the Public Works Department on the excellent job they have done in clearing the streets.  Councilor Ringnell spoke of a grant being written by Deputy Sheriff Jeff Markquart for the purchase of county sirens, which will include Sherburn’s sirens.
Admin report:

· Day Plumbing has started work on City Hall/former Fire Hall heating and plumbing modifications as recommended by the recent Energy Audit.

· Community Hall restroom renovations are under way and the project may be finished by the end of the month; a floor cleaner/buffer has been ordered for the Community Hall and is expected to arrive this week.
