A regular council meeting was duly held on Monday, December 15, 2008 at 5:00 p.m.  Members present, Robert Roesler, Kurt Olson, Jim Poirot, Carroll Behne and Brad Ringnell.  Absent, none.  Mayor Roesler presided.  Also present, City Admin/EDA Director Jamie Letzring and Deputy Clerk Irene Schlaphoff.

Carlee Hunter was present during Public Comment to read a letter to the City Administrator regarding her situation, the emotional strain she has been experiencing, and requesting the return of her dogs.

Motion by Ringnell to approve the minutes as written and sent to each council member for study, second by Poirot, carried.

Motion by Poirot to approve the agenda with one addition, second by Ringnell, carried.

Consent agenda including Cigarette and Off-Sale Beer licenses for Cenex, Kum & Go and VFW, and payment of bills excluding a bill from Klima Electric, was declared approved.

Following clarification of a bill submitted by Klima Electric, motion by Poirot to approve payment, second by Behne, carried.

Motion by Ringnell to approve Resolution 2008-33 Adopting Final Tax Levy in the amount of $454,128.00, second by Behne.  Conversation was held regarding the anticipated LGA cuts and the impact on the 2009 budget.  Roesler, yea; Olson, yea; Poirot, yea; Behne, yea; Ringnell, yea; Resolution 2008-33 approved.

•        Councilor Olson commented on the success of the recent snow removal and snow ordinance enforcement policy; 
•        Councilor Ringnell stated that the furnaces have been installed at the Fire Hall and inquired about Charter Communication time frame for completion of cable access to the Department.  
•        Councilor Behne praised the successful “Winter Wonderette” production that was sold out for both performances.
•        Mayor Roesler reported that the new tenant has moved into the incubator space and restroom installation is underway; proceeds from the “Winter Wonderette” production will be earmarked for Theatre preservation and restoration; costs for snow removal on Fifth Street will be shared with MCW school district with the City acting as the agent; annual appointments will be made on January 5, 2009 and input is welcome from councilors.

City Adm/EDA Dir Jamie Letzring informed Council that she will attend a meeting with state representatives in Blue Earth on Wednesday, December 17th regarding LGA reductions to cities.  Deputy Clerk Irene Schlaphoff reported that 254 radio read meters have been installed to date.

Motion by Ringnell to pay Estimate #3 Final bill for the West Fifth Street project, second by Behne, carried.
